T. O. Kostiuk. “New Public Management” concept implementation in Europe and its influence on
higher education

New Public Management (NPM) proclaims its main demand to the administrative processes under the
slogan: “less government and greater governance” are key terms related to NPMs (De Boer et al, 2007). It soon
got clear that the NPM contained various doctrinal statements concerning manual professional management
in the public sector, clear standards and enforcement measures, greater emphasis on release control, transition
to disaggregation of the public sector subdivisions and to more competitive public sector, emphasizing private
sector management styles, emphasizing the greater discipline and antipathy of using resources. At the same time
NPM let establish the priorities by authorities and institutions, determine goals and results, strengthen leading
potential, accept client orientation, adopt new schemes for the distribution of budgetary funds, when the input
is more affected than the contribution.

If to talk about New Public Management influence in the sphere of higher education it touched the is-
sues of administrative and management functions at universities; determined the focus on educational services
customers (client orientation), led to diversification of funding mechanisms of the universities, stimulated new
participants in the governing councils and councils of universities, quality control and research funding agen-
cies; underlined the value for money with a high emphasis on costs and profits.

When they talk about the involvement of the NPM in higher education, the term “management” means
governance and includes both public administration of higher education institutions and the management of
decentralized levels within single institutions, for example, faculties, institutes, central departments, at a cer-
tain level of government. Reform from the old public administration to the new public administration in higher
education is a change in governance from the “government to management” or, more accurately, to “less gov-
ernment and greater governance” like in any other field.
