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In international relations, intervention is common and widespread. The tendency of states
to interfere in each other’s affairs is perceived as a permanent feature of the international
system, even as a phenomenon identical to international politics as a whole, from its inception
to the present. At the same time, the problem of interference (or intervention) in the internal
affairs of the state continues to be insufficiently developed both in international law and in
the theory of international relations. This is noticeable even in the use of appropriate terms.
The purpose of the paper is to characterize foreign military interventions as a phenomenon
of international politics, in particular, to consider the problem of understanding the essence
of intervention by scientists and their use of the concept, determining the motives
of intervening states and types of intervention. The analysis of foreign military interventions
as a phenomenon of international politics was carried out under the concept of “DIMEFIL”,
using historical, comparative, systemic, normative approaches, as well as levels of analysis
approach.

Intervention is proposed to be understood as the use of force, ie., interference using
the means and methods of hostilities. “Intervention” can only be called an operation carried
out in countries where there are already serious domestic political contradictions, which are
either already in the phase of armed struggle or have a tendency to do so. In this sense,
it should be distinguished from “intervention” carried out by “non-military” means, as well
as from other forms of interstate armed confrontation, in particular “invasion”. The use
of military intervention as a tool to achieve the foreign policy goals of the state depends on two
fundamental condlitions — motivation and opportunity. The possibility of intervention depends on
the characteristics of the target country and the intervening state, as well as the characteristics
of the external (international) environment that cause, facilitate or complicate the intervention.
The motives of the intervention are usually divided into instrumental and affective or are
a combination of these two groups. According to the motivation of the interventionist, several
scenarios (types) of intervention can be distinguished: opportunistic, defensive, protective,
irredentist.
