R. H. Khristin. Bibliometric analysis of the state policy directions of business support in the crisis period

The relevance of the study lies in the need for a deeper understanding of the effectiveness of state business support policies
in crisis situations in order to develop adaptive strategies that can help ensure economic stability and business recovery. The article
carries out a bibliometric analysis of scientific studies indexed in the international scientific metric database Scopus, devoted to
the state policy of business support during the crisis period. The study was conducted on the basis of 721 publications that contain
the search terms “state”, “business”, “support” and “crisis” in titles, abstracts and keywords. Using the VOSviewer program,
a network map of the compatibility of 188 keywords was created. On the basis of the network map and keyword data, five main
clusters have been identified, each of which reflects different aspects of the state business support policy in the crisis period: state
support for business in conditions of economic and financial crises, social support and human resources in the field of health care;
pandemics, coronavirus and health policy; crisis management and information communications; information technologies and strategic
management. The dynamics of keywords on the network map were analyzed and a gradual shift in research focus from general
health and social support issues to specific aspects of crisis management and business support during global challenges such as the
COVID-19 pandemic was revealed. This testifies to the adaptation of scientific interest to modern realities and challenges facing
society. The analysis of the geographical distribution of publications showed that the most scientific works on the topic of state business
support policy during the crisis were published in the USA, russia, Great Britain and Ukraine. The results of the analysis can become
the basis for improving the state policy of business support during the crisis period. Studying the effectiveness of innovative approaches
and new support tools will help to develop programs that provide more targeted and effective support to enterprises, which in turn will
contribute to their sustainability and development.
