The article identifies the current and strategic impact of international youth migration on the
formation of human capital in the regions in the context of globalization of the world economy.

The youth segment in international migration has been identified, as well as its characteristics,
role and developmentissues. Itis emphasized that youth migration has its own specifics, because it
significantly affects the age structure of the region’s population, and the age structure of the region’s
population, in turn, significantly affects the key socio-economic problems of the country. The
dynamics of changes in international migration flows and the youth segmentis studied. The analysis
of positive and negative consequences of international youth migration is carried out.
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It was found that in determining the impact of international youth migration on the formation of
human capital in the region itis advisable to take into account such factors as: natural (impact of this
migration segment on the environment), biological (sex, age, health, etc.), technical (technical
change). technological environment), economic (income and expenditure), social (change of culture,
presence of conflicts, change of local identity of the indigenous population) and managerial (political,
legal andreligious aspects).

Itis emphasized that in the conditions of globalization of the world economy international migration
notonly intensifies, but also acquires new qualitative features and appears as animportant process
of social and economic development. The structure and geography of population movements are
expanding and diversifying, their models are becoming more complicated. Young people are
increasingly interested in migration and, along with resettlement for permanentresidence, various
forms of temporary and circular migration are becoming more common. More and more countries
around the world are simultaneously giving and receiving young people. As a result, migration policy
requirements atthe national and international levels are growing significantly.

Cranes, which are the centers of gravity of international migration, resort to various measures to
optimize youth migration flows: the introduction of preferential training programs; introduction of
quotas; the need for an invitation to work; application of rating incentive systems of motivation;
assistance in employment and social security. The directions of optimization of the international youth
migration are offered. It is noted that an important basis of national migration policies for young

people is to achieve a balance of interests of citizens of the country of arrival and emigrants.
